CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT

 LEAGUE RULES AND PROCEDURES

CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT Homeowner's Association will allow certified league Association teams to play on CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT tennis courts provided at least one (1) neighborhood member in good standing is on the team roster and the following stipulations are adhered to: 

1. League teams must notify the Tennis Committee designee (Sally Caltabiano) at least fourteen (14) days before league rosters are due to request a practice reservation time. The teams with the most CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT residents will have priority. If there is a tie among the number of CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT residents, the team with the longest CHATTAHOOCHEE RUN/POINT league membership will prevail.

2. League teams will have two (2) courts reserved for their league matches and a two-hour practice one night per week during the league season. Team captains need to inform the Tennis Committee designee (Sally Caltabiano) as to the times of matches as soon as they become available.  The charge for non-resident league players is $25 per player per season. It is the responsibility of the team captain to collect this fee.  If only one team is playing a match at the tennis facility, it may decide to use a third court on the day of the match only provided no resident has reserved the court for play.

3. All league teams are responsible for cleaning the courts, common areas, viewing areas, restrooms and making sure the clubhouse door is locked at the end of their match. All trash from the courts and restrooms should be placed in wastebaskets. If the league practice and/or match is in the evening and the league team is the last to leave, it is the team's responsibility to make sure the restroom doors are locked and the lights are turned off.
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
